Daily routine and Admission Policy:

According to the Al Islah Centre policy, when a child is admitted to a center
ranging from the age of five to fourteen, it is sent to a school keeping in view its
age. On the one hand, the institution has its own registered private educational
establishment for academic purposes in which as of now students ranging from
grades 1st to 10th are provided education while on the other hand the
institution also offers religious education to its students since its
commencement. Reciting the holy Quran is compulsory for all the children
residing in the institution. Some of the children even learn to memorize the holy
book.

The students read Quran from dawn to breakfast, lunch to afternoon, and
afternoon to dusk. They join the school from morning till afternoon. After taking
the Quran class in the evening, the children do their homework and other such
activities. The educational establishment is being inspected repeatedly to
improve its educational quality. Also, the Quran class is inspected daily as well
as on monthly basis. The institution arranges three annual examinations for
both Quranic and practical academic practices. These exams are regularly
recorded. Steps are taken to remove the flaws of each exam by reviewing the
progress made after each exam. It should be made a plan that while admitting a
child, the guardian of the child must sign a written document with the
institution guaranteeing that the child remains therein till F.Sc. According to this
policy, many children have been sent to other institutions after their matric for
theirintermediate and post-intermediate education.
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Substantial Examples:

The living examples of the effectiveness of the
education system of the institution are the current
accountant of the institution Muhammad ljaz and the
social media in-charge Ibrahim who grew up here;
received their education from here and now offering
their services in the same institution. Moreover, many
students have memorized the holy Quran from the
institution within.
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Indeed, health and fitness are a thousand
blessings. If a person is healthy, he can do
every challenging task in the world very
easily and quickly. At Al Islah Center,
every kind of care is taken for the young
people and especially their health. There
is a dispensary facility that is open 24
hours. There is a complete system of
cleanliness in the precautionary
measures and the students are made
aware of the principles of hygiene and
health from time to time. If a student
meets an accident, he is directly sent to
Mardan Medical Complex within
minutes. Due care is given to the
principles of health in food and drink.

Success Story

My name is Abdul Wahab and my father's name is Sher Zaman. | belong to Kas
Koruna, District Mardan, Khyber Pakhtunkhwa. We are two brothers and three
sisters. My father used to work, and my uncle would support us as well, but suddenly
my father fell ill and got intestinal cancer and got failed in the race for a healthy life.
On October 10, 2001, he left this planet forever. And the crown of an orphan was
bestowed upon us. Sadly, our uncle could never show his younger brother the way to
health by selling his mother, aunt, sister, and daughter's jewelry. The death of my
father was a heavy financial setback for our family.

After the Demise:

Uncle's difficulties increased because the burden of debts taken for the
treatment of my father was very heavy, which forced him to employ his children and
my brothers to lighten it. Thus, they were all deprived of education. When my father
died, | was one and a half years old. My uncle started to worry about my education
after consulting Maulana Inayat-ur-Rehman Sahib's father, Maulana Fazlur-Rahman
Sahib (the imam of our mosque). | was admitted to Al Islah Center on May 28, 2006.
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Initial feelings:

In the beginning, the memory of my family members like my sister, brother, and
mother would haunt me. But | had to fulfill my promise of filling the while of ignorance that
had so long been developed at home. The support that was given to me by my uncle in the
initial year also ended as my uncle passed away on May 27, 2007, but gradually, the love of
the institution did not let me feel the lack of my parents.

Primary Education in the Institution:

On May 28, 2006, | got admission to my first class in the institution and started my
Madrasah. The institution fulfilled all my needs. | also passed my matriculation from the
same institution along with Nazrah, Tajweed-e-Hifz-ul-Quran, so that | am blessed with the
love of my sister, brother, and mother and be able to serve my mother. Although the
teachers in the institution were unhappy about my leaving the institution, they were
helpless. They let me leave and | formally graduated from the institution.

Initial conditions at Home:

My family was extremely poor financially. It was impossible to maintain education in such a
situation, so | started working at a clinic with a homeopathic doctor to cope with the
situation. The difficulties were not over yet when my mother fell ill and attacked by cancer.
My mother was treated in the metropolises of the country and thus on October 04, 2017, in
Mardan Medical Complex, | was seeing the demise of my mother in front of my eyes. | was
deprived of the greatest blessing in the world. The duration of the mother's illness was four
months while the duration of the father's illness was four years. In such serious situations, |
did notignore my vision.

When | left home, | had a vision with me, but | was young, then. And the realization came
when | was in class sixth. Competitions were started in our school. During a conversation in
English with my classmate Haroon Shah, | talked about the future saying | would become a
theologian and a doctor, (Insha Allah). In taking the vision forward, my respected teacher Mr.
Wali Akbar collaborated hard with me and was also associated with the institution. To carry
out the vision, | had to go through various stages. In medicine marketing, | traveled by bike
to the hilly regions of Chitral, Dir, and remote areas of the province. | got the DHMS (Diploma
in Homeopathic Medical System) degree after four years of challenging work and
Alhamdulillah today | am a homeopathic doctor and a Hafiz of the Quran.

Vision:

After becoming alearned doctor, the need to set up an excellent school and college.

Nowadays, | am creating service under the supervision of Senior Dr. Saleem Shah Afridi and
Dr. Noor Habib Mohmand at Takhtbhai Homeo-medical Center and my journey toward my
vision is progressing every moment.
